I write this a year since the launch of our appeal for gifts towards the cost of our new
Church building, The Junction, and it is inspiring to reflect on how much has been achieved
during this year: We have raised over £902,000 to achieve our vision of providing facilities to
serve our community here in Chorleywood and to fund strategic capital projects in the Developing
World. We have come a long way and I am grateful to God and to each one of you who has
enabled this to happen. Additionally, a small army of professionals and volunteers have been
working on the detailed construction plans, planning consents, structural, mechanical and
electrical details and a whole host of other issues.

However, you will see that there is still a considerable challenge ahead, not least as in
finalising the plans during this past year we now have a more flexible building, but with the result
that overall costs have risen by 14.8%. - The details of this are explained in this leaflet. The PCC
are so totally convinced of the importance of this project that they have agreed to sell one of our
Church-owned houses if necessary to help fund it, which will release approximately £313,000, or
18% towards our target. By promising this, the PCC have in effect reduced our remaining target
from one of £820,000 to one of £507,000. However, if we are to see The Junction come to
fruition we need all of us to come on board and release this final sum. You will find further
details of these figures, and of the way the plans for the Junction have evolved, in the main part of
this leaflet. But whether you have given already, thought about giving but not yet got round to it,
or not yet considered seriously your response to this appeal, I hope you will all take inspiration
from what has already been achieved and join with me as we go the final mile in enabling this
wonderful God-given vision to come to reality.

In this leaflet you will find details of the finalised plans, and a response form. Please do
take time prayerfully to consider your part and join us in the next stage of this exciting project.

OUR VISION

R

Christ Church Chorleywood’s vision for the future is best expressed by five phrases:
“God’s Love — Know it — Show it — Share it — Declare it.”

Our existing church room has served us well for over 35 years but does not allow
us to realise this vision. It is too small and has no disabled access. The present
building is not even sufficient for ministering to our own church family and is
totally inadequate for the church’s greater community role in Chorleywood and
its surrounding area.

Our new church extension, The Junction, will enable us to extend this vision and

God’s ministry, not to just our wider church family but to the neighbouring

community as a whole, across all age groups. We want it to become a living

testimony to Christ’s love for all and to become a place where everyone is

welcome. It is designed to provide much greater and more flexible facilities.
A large foyer, which can extend into the hall, providing an area for up to
150 people. Such a facility could be hired out for various functions and
will enable the church to provide a social meeting point for many
different groups/activities.

» A large, adaptable kitchen plus coffee bar, with sufficient space,
equipment and fittings to allow for the provision of food for more than
100 people.

% A children’s room with units/fittings to provide a safe and flexible
environment, plus a fully-equipped youth room upstairs.

+ Three other meeting/counselling rooms plus an office and additional
storage space.

«» Disabled access - the church and the new extension will be on the same
level.

% Toilet facilities both on the ground and first floor, with stair and lift
access.

+ A new more efficient, flexible and environmentally friendly heating
system for both the church and The Junction.




If you remember, last year we asked all user groups to

dream their dreams and identify what they would really

want and need in The Junction. All were excited by the
original plans but made some valuable additional suggestions. In the end most groups
identified the same three requirements. Firstly and by far the most important, there had to be
plenty of storage. This was reiterated throughout the whole briefing session. Secondly,
each room should be able to work independently, particularly in terms of usage and health
and safety concerns. And thirdly, there was to be flexibility, which would allow certain
rooms to be made larger or smaller depending on requirements.

We have taken a lot of time discussing these needs, adapting the plans where necessary,
whilst trying to ensure that the church was obtaining excellent value for money. Shown
below are the final details. To highlight just a few of the features in relation to the changes
you proposed, you will note that:-

1/ All main rooms have storage areas but to ensure our needs are really fulfilled, we have
designed a vast storage area in the loft with lift access.

2/ All major rooms have their own kitchen/kitchenette access, so they are completely
independent with the correct health and safety features which are particularly key in the
children’s room.

3/ Where the blue meets the yellow in the plans are doors or partitions, so that the
hall/foyer and the 2 meeting rooms on the first floor can be operated independently, if and
when desired.

4/ Particular attention has been made to the kitchen so it can perform as an attractive coffee
bar with snacks for the main foyer area but can also prepare meals for the foyer and/or hall
when required.

5/ We have designed a larger open plan office and also created a children’s den for parents
when visiting the coffee bar.

6/ Lastly, we have paid particular attention to the audio visual requirements for all rooms
and together with our heating and lighting requirements, we have been ergonomically and as
environmentally friendly, as is practical.

In summation, by any yardstick, the space and facilities of The Junction represent
extremely good value for money, being more than the entire length of the church from the

tower to the large east window and 80% of its width.

WHAT WILL IT COST?

We are privileged that our forefathers, over
130 years ago, provided us with this beautiful
church. We now want to build The Junction,
a two-storey centre and meeting place, which
will benefit many future generations.

The estimated cost for the building has
unfortunately risen, taking into account all the
above factors. Including a 5% building
contingency (not to be spent without our
approval) and the target 20% mission giving
for capital projects overseas, we now have a
total budget of just over £1.7m, an increase of
£222,000, or 14.8%. The main reason for this
is our added specifications e.g. we have over
£40,000 worth of sliding partitions and the lift
access to the large storage area in the loft is
c£50,000, plus we have a contingency of
almost £57,000. We will ensure that this
budget does not increase further and if
necessary reduce some equipment levels to
complete the task.

Although the overall budget has crept higher,
the PCC are 100% completely behind this
project and have agreed, if necessary, to sell
one of the 4 properties owned by Christ
Church. This can be achieved with little
reduction to our overall ministry to the parish.
The minimum additional value we should
obtain will be equivalent to £313,000, as the

Ground Floor mission element will not be paid. In effect this

means that our real target is now one of just

. over £1.4m.

At the last PCC meeting, it was agreed that we should move forward to achieve this
fundraising target by the end of May. Thus, having raised over £902,000, we have £507,000
to raise in the next 4 months. The PCC believe this is a realistic target and that The Junction
will have a transforming effect in terms of our church family and our position and ministry
within the wider community.
This building will be used for God’s glory for more than 100 years, just as our church has
done beforehand. It is worth a little hardship on our part and will be a living testimony, a gift
to future generations, which will impact upon thousands and thousands of people.

The PCC think this is a gift worth striving for.

months. We know that quite
a few families who support the
church, have yet to decide
how they are going to support
this project. If they donate,
equivalent to what has gone
before, around £220,000
should be raised, which leaves
£287,000. If every church
family promised an additional
£1,000, less than £20 a week
(a family take-away meal costs
more!) The Junction will be
built on schedule.

Now that is something we should all rejoice in. It is within our grasp.
Please help and pray for this endeavour. It will create a totally new perspective for us all.

To meet the above schedule we are going to have to give guarantees to the chosen building
contractor and the Diocesan Advisory Committee at the end of May, that we have the funds
to complete the project. We don’t need all the money by the end of May, but we do need to
give cast-iron assurances that all the necessary funds are and will be available during 2010.
One possible option could be that the donor promises £X amount of money during 2010 but
will be given at least 4 weeks notice for payment, and this will only be requested, when
required.

MISSION GIVING

We do hope that you will want 20% of your gift to be used for other
capital building projects, as this is the intended policy of the church.
However, we are aware that there may be some church members who
already give money to Mission and would not wish 20% of their
building fund donation to be treated in this way, just as there may be
some who may wish to increase their missionary donation. As a result,
the Response Form opposite provides an opportunity to adjust the allocation to Mission.

Attention all tax payers!

At the basic level, Gift Aid allows the church to recover 28% of any donation provided the
donor pays income or capital gains tax equivalent to the amount being claimed. So a
donation of £100 will turn into £128! With the same donation, a higher rate 40% tax payer
can recover a further amount through their tax return. As a result, a donation of say £133.33
will cost the higher rate tax payer only £100 but the Church will receive £170.94 or even
more if you are a 50% taxpayer! Do contact the Gift Secretary for advice if this would be
helpful.
