Christ Church Chorleywood's vision for the
future is best expressed by five phrases:

“God's Love — Kouw (f — Show ot
— Share ot — Declare ot

Our existing Church Room has served us well
for over 35 years but does not allow us to
realise this vision. It is too small and has poor
disabled access. The present building is not even
sufficient for ministering to our own Church
family and is totally inadequate for the Church’s
greater community role in Chorleywood and its
surrounding area.

The new Church building, The Junction,

will enable us to fulfil this vision and ministry,
not to just our wider Church family but to

the neighbouring community as a whole, across
all age groups. We want it to become a living
testimony to Christ’s love for all and to
become a place where everyone is welcome.
It is designed to provide much greater and
more flexible facilities:

* A large Foyer, which can extend into a further
large Meeting Room, providing a combined area
for up to 150 people. Such a facility could be
hired out for various functions and will enable
the Church to provide a social meeting point
for many different groups/activities.

* A large, adaptable kitchen plus Coffee Barn,
with sufficient space, equipment and fittings
to allow for the provision of food for

100 or more people.

* A Children’s Room with units/fittings to
provide a safe and flexible environment, plus
a fully-equipped Youth Room upstairs.

* A large Meeting Room adjacent to the Foyer,
which can be kept closed for meetings/
conferences but can be opened up to include
the Foyen.

* Three other Meeting/Counselling Rooms plus
offices and additional storage space.

* Disabled Access. The Church and the new
building will be on the same level.

* Toilet facilities both on the ground and first
floor with stair and lift access.

* A new more efficient, flexible and
environmentally friendly heating system for
both the Church and The Junction.

It is planned that the Coffee Bar will be open all weekdays and that Counselling Rooms will be
available for use to provide for personal help and advice, including debt/finance, parenting,
marriage guidance etc. The meeting and function rooms will be available for various societies,
associations, businesses and parties. The Junction will become a regular meeting place, catering
for a wide variety of needs, ranging from a place of sanctuary and quiet reflection to a teenage
activity centrel All ages will be welcomed and catered for.
